Ifneeded, instructions for allocation type should be indicated within the angle bracketsusing the abbreviations “ADD”
or “INV”: <administrative transfer to XX ADD> , <administrative transfer to XX INV>, or < administrative transfer to
XX ADD, YY INV, ...and ZZ ADD simultaneously>.

In certain situations, the “D” entries of 2000-series or Y-series groups may not require a destination (“Transferredto”)
symbol, however it is required to specify “<no transfer>"in the “Transferred to” column for such cases.

For finalisation projects, the deleted “F” symbols should have <no transfer>in the “Transferred to” column.
